[bookmark: _GoBack]FIRST ADMISSIONS POLICY 2024/25


The processing agent for admission to Howard Junior School is Norfolk County Council - please see the link on our website for full details and relevant application forms.
 
We currently have the capacity for 60 pupils to join our year 3 class, anything above this would need to comply with the oversubscription rules for the first admission to Howard Junior School, in accordance with the latest Norfolk Local Authority admissions guidance.

If there are more applications of places than there are places available, we will give preference to children living nearest to the school, according to the following rules in this order of priority:

1. Children with a statement of special education needs or an Education, Health and Care Plan (EHCP) naming Howard Junior School.
2. Children in public care who are due to start school.
3. Children who are due to start school, living in the area served by the school, who have a brother or sister attending the school at the time of their admission.
4. Children who are due to start school, living in the area served by the school, with no brother or sister at that school.
5. Children who are due to start school, living outside the area served by the school, who have a brother or sister attending the school at the time of their admission.
6. Children who are due to start school, living outside the area served by the school, who have no brother or sister at the school.

If all children within any of the above rules cannot be offered a place, the highest priority will be given to children living nearest to the school within that rule.  To determine who lives nearest, distance will be measured on a straight line basis, using Ordnance Survey data.  The address will be measured from the post office address point on the property.  If, following the application of admission rules and distance, two applicants cannot be separated for a final place at a school the authority will use random allocation to determine the priority for the remaining place.
